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What would Dr. King do?


On the 76th Anniversary of Dr. King's Birthday

One year before Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. (1/15/1929 - 4/4/1968) met his death at the hands of an assassin in Memphis, Tennessee, he emphatically proclaimed his opposition to the war in Vietnam.     Below is an excerpt of Dr. King’s speech Remaining Awake Through A Great Revolution (3/31/1968), which is amazingly relevant to the current war on Iraq.  
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“I am convinced that it is one of the most unjust wars that has ever been fought in the history of the world. Our involvement in the war in Vietnam has torn up the Geneva Accord. It has strengthened the military-industrial complex; it has strengthened the forces of reaction in our nation.” 
(Iraq war: Iraq had no connection to 9-11 attacks, no WMD, and no tie to Al Qaeda. U.S. disregards Geneva Convention and tortures prisoners in Abu Ghraib and Guantanamo Bay. The war profits Halliburton and Bechtel, etc.)

“It has played havoc with our domestic destinies. This day we are spending five hundred thousand dollars to kill every Vietcong soldier. Every time we kill one we spend about five hundred thousand dollars while we spend only fifty-three dollars a year for every person characterized as poverty-stricken in the so-called poverty program, which is not even a good skirmish against poverty.”

(Iraq war: Cost $5 Billion a month.  $100 Billion has been requested for 2005.)

“Not only that, it has put us in a position of appearing to the world as an arrogant nation…We have alienated ourselves from other nations so we end up morally and politically isolated in the world. There is not a single major ally of the United States of America that would dare send a troop to Vietnam, and so the only friends that we have now are a few client-nations like Taiwan, Thailand, South Korea, and a few others.”

(Iraq war: The U.S. is viewed as an arrogant nation, and is isolated in the world.)

Thirty-eight years later, Dr. King's challenge to us remains.  To save our country from spiraling down the self-destructive path of permanent war, we, the people, must demand that Mr. Bush end this illegal and immoral war now!
