Below are excerpts from Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.’s speech Beyond Vietnam: A Time to Break Silence (4/4/1967)

Dr. King’s words are amazingly relevant to the current war on Iraq.  

"I am as deeply concerned about our troops there as anything else. For it occurs to me that what we are submitting them to in Vietnam is not simply the brutalizing process that goes on in any war where armies face each other and seek to destroy. We are adding cynicism to the process of death, for they must know after a short period there that none of the things we claim to be fighting for are really involved." 

(Iraq war:  All claims used to justify war on Iraq are proven to be false. Iraq had no connection to 9/11 attacks, no WMD, and no tie to Al Qaeda.) 

“I am convinced that it is one of the most unjust wars that has ever been fought in the history of the world. Our involvement in the war in Vietnam has torn up the Geneva Accord. It has strengthened the military-industrial complex; it has strengthened the forces of reaction in our nation.” 

(The Iraq war is also unjust and illegal.  It violates the Nuremberg Principles, which are the "supreme law of the land" under our Constitution. The war diverts our tax dollars to corporations such as Halliburton, Bechtel, Blackwater etc.)

41 years after his death, Dr. King's challenge to us remains.  To save our country from spiraling down the self-destructive path of permanent war: We, the people, must demand that our government put an end to this illegal and immoral war and occupation now!
