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Lt. Ehren Watada, Ft. Lewis, WA

U.S. Army 1st Lieutenant Ehren Watada, 28, a native of Hawaii, publicly refused orders to deploy to the Iraq war last June on the grounds that the war, and therefore his order to deploy, is illegal.  

Lt. Watada’s court martial begins on Feb 5th in Fort Lewis Army base, WA. He faces up to 4 yrs imprisonment.

Forty years ago David Mitchell, a member of the Rockland Coalition for Peace & Justice, was imprisoned for resisting the draft during the Vietnam War. He argued that the Vietnam War was aggressive, immoral and illegal; and that by his resistance, like Ehren Watada today, he was fulfilling his individual responsibilities under the legal principles and precedents of the Nuremberg Trials of the Germans after World War II.

The courts in David Mitchell’s case, as in Ehren Watada’s case today, held that arguments about the legality of the war and its conduct were “irrelevant”. Nonetheless, the cases serve as forums to put the war itself on trial. As this message spreads, citizens and soldiers will end this war.

David Mitchell will attend Ehren’s court martial to stand in solidarity!
Lt. Watada has declared, “I refuse to be silent any longer. I refuse to be party to an illegal and immoral war against people who did nothing to deserve our aggression. My oath of office is to protect and defend America’s laws and its people. By refusing unlawful orders for an illegal war, I fulfill that oath today.”
