A giant billboard, which reads “Support the Troops, Bring Them Home NOW!” was erected on Jan. 10 on Teaneck Road in Teaneck, NJ.  

About 50 anti-war Bergen County activists rallied in front of this new billboard on Martin Luther King Day. One of them was John Fenton of Little Ferry, NJ.  



Mr. Fenton told the reporter, “There is no doubt he [Martin Luther King, Jr.] would be appalled at the death of my son.  He would be enraged by the death of all of our troops.  He would shout out at the neglect of all of our poor, sick and hungry and unemployed so we can pay for our illegal and immoral war.” 

Braving the subfreezing temperature for the hourlong series of speeches were nine Tenafly grade school students who led the group in protest songs such as “We Shall Overcome.”
