On Feb. 7, 10,000 mourners attended the funeral of Coretta Scott King,  the late widow of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. in Georgia.

But Coretta knew, and we know there are weapons of misdirection right down here.
Millions without health insurance. Poverty abounds. For war, billions more, but no more for the poor." 

The mourners responded with a standing ovation.
