  The World Still Says NO to War!


1) THE PLAN FOR THE NEW YORK CITY DEMONSTRATION
As we gather on Madison Ave., north of 23rd Street, a rally will be held from 12 noon to 1 pm.

At 1 pm the march will begin. We will march south on Madison to 23rd St., west on 23rd Street, north on 6th Avenue through Herald Square, east on 40th Street, and south on Madison Avenue back to the original assembly area (between 23rd St. and 34th St.). We'll be marching through several busy commercial areas, so our march will be seen by large numbers of people. A closing rally will follow the march.

2) HOW TO GET TO THE ASSEMBLY AREA

For RCP&J: We assemble at SE corner of  28th St. and Madison Ave.
 ** BY TRAIN: Take Metro-North to Grand Central Station; then walk south on Madison Ave.

 ** BY SUBWAY: Take the B/D/F/N/Q/R/V/W to 34th St./Herald Sq.; the #6 to 33rd St.; the  

 S/4/5/6/7 to 42nd St./Grand Central; the B/D/F/V to 42nd St.; or the PATH to 33rd St.

 ** Bring small portable radios to get updates over the airwaves (WBAI-FM, 99.5) as well as still and video cameras to document this important day.

3) POLICE MAKE CONCESSIONS ON PENS

The police and mayor's offices have been inundated with calls and faxes urging the police to not use their barricades to pen people in. Today we learned that the police have made important changes in their plans: While they will still use the barricades, we believe they will not be as oppressive as in previous protests. For instance, we will now be able to use the whole width of Madison Ave., and the sides of the pens will have some openings in order to make it easier for people to come and go. We still are opposed to the use of pens at this, or any, demonstration and we hope that these modifications in their use and our ongoing work to end the use of pens, will lead to further changes in the future.
