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4,000 U.S. Military Dead

in a War That Must be Stopped  
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The occasion of 4,000 U.S. military fatalities in occupied Iraq is a mournful milestone that deserves our acknowledgement, and with it our witness to the number of Iraqi victims of the U.S. invasion and occupation, which can be counted not in the thousands, but in the hundreds of thousands. 6. Service members are facing serious health consequences due to our government's negligence.

7. The war in Iraq is tearing our families apart.

8. The Iraq war is robbing us of funding sorely needed here at home.

9. The military uses racism and discrimination as tools.

10. Today's youth face aggressive recruitment tactics that don't tell the whole story.
