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The Outrage Since 9/11

On Sept. 11, 2001, Wilton Sekzer, a Vietnam vet and a retired NYC police officer, saw the towers of the World Trade Center burning. His son, Jason, 32, working in the north tower, was killed in the flame.   

Mr. Sekzer had heard members of the Bush administration describe a web of ties connecting Iraq and Al Qaeda.  He was so outraged that he asked that his son’s name be inscribed on the bombs heading to Iraq.  

Six months after the invasion, Mr. Sekzer heard the president saying “I don’t know where people got the idea that Iraq was the culprit.”  Mr. Sekzer said, “I thought I would go through the roof… What the hell else did we go in there [for]?”

“Americans had died; so had tens of thousands of Iraqis who had no hand in the attacks on America.”   

“We’re at 4,000 young men and women lost over there.  What’s going on there now?  You had the election.  Here’s the country.  Goodbye.”

Since then, Mr. Sekzer appeared in a documentary about the war, “Why We Fight.”  He takes a measure of the world through different eyes.

“The next time something happens, let’s think hard about why we’re sending troops,” he said.  “Is it because the American people want to send troops?  Is it because the military wants to send troops?  Is it because the military industrial complex wants them to go?”
