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	A Mother's Tears 




More than 1,590 U.S. mothers and tens of thousands of Iraqi mothers live in almost unbearable pain due to deaths of their sons and daughters in Iraq.

	Cindy Sheehan's heart was broken.  Her son, Army Spc. Casey Austin Sheehan, 24, was killed in Sadr City, Iraq on April 4, 2004.  He died in an ambush while trying to rescue other soldiers who were under attack. 

"The pain just grows every day, it doesn't get any better, especially with new reports that Iraq wasn't connected with Sept. 11," Sheehan said through tears. "What angers me is that the president uses their sense of duty and their sense of loyalty to their buddies and exploits it." 

How did Sheehan think about her son's death?  "I believe my son died for nothing.  My son died saving his buddies' lives.  He did an incredible act of courage and integrity, but I don't believe any of them should be there in the first place.  So my way of making my son's death meaningful is to bring peace, to end this war."




Along with dozens of other families who lost soldiers in the Iraq war, Sheehan formed an organization Gold Star Families for Peace (www.GSFP.org).  She said, " I can't bring my son back, but hopefully speaking out against the war and trying to spread the truth will help end this war sooner and bring our other children home before it's too late for them and their moms."

Sheehan asked, "Would George Bush send his children to be killed or maimed for life for a series of lies, mistakes and miscalculations? Now that every lie has been exposed to the light for the invasion and occupation of Iraq, why are our sons and daughters still there?  Not one more drop of blood should be spilled for this pack of lies."

Sheehan urged people to become more aware of what is really going on in Iraq. "We have to let our leaders know what we think.  We have to help vets who have been wounded, and we have to help kids find alternatives to being recruited to this war.  We have to put this war in peoples' faces to get them to see," Sheehan said. "I know Casey would want me to be doing this."

"The only way that I and my organization, Gold Star Families for Peace, feel that our children in the armed forces should be supported at this point would be to bring them home, immediately." - Cindy Sheehan (Scindy121@aol.com)
