As Iraq and Afghanistan war casualties soar to unprecedented levels, Bush's 2009 Veterans Affairs' budget comes up short.

The administration has shown no signs of altering its 2009 VA request; in fact, it is currently immersed in a lawsuit defending its right to deny health care to Iraq and Afghanistan veterans.

The VA will treat about 333,000 sick and injured veterans of the Iraq and Afghanistan wars in 2009. That number is a 14 percent increase over this year's casualty total.

"Currently, 870,000 veterans are awaiting decisions from the VA. That's about the same size as 15 Yankee Stadiums full of veterans." said Jay Agg, national communications director for American Veterans (AMVETS).
