When BYU announced this year's commencement speaker, over 3000 students, professors and alumni signed a petition to oppose Cheney's visit. 

The students believed the standards of their faith and those of the university were being violated by the record of Dick Cheney.  Included in their list of criticisms were "Mr. Cheney's involvement in the decision to invade Iraq, his defense of torture as a method of interrogation, his ties to Halliburton, Enron and the Energy Task Force..."

Hundreds of students gathered at BYU on April 26, to protest Cheney's commencement speech.  And over 1000 students attended an alternative commencement given by consumer advocate Ralph Nader.

When Cheney comes to West Point on May 26 to deliver a commencement address at USMA, he will be greeted by a huge crowd of veterans, military families, peace groups and citizens protesting his appearance.
