US Troops in Iraq Say End the Occupation

An overwhelming majority, 72% of American troops serving in Iraq think the U.S. should exit the country within the next year. Moreover, about three-quarters of National Guard and Reserve units favor withdrawal within 6 months.

Iraqis Want the U.S. to Leave

Iraqi's say that what they want most from the United States is a time line for getting out, with 87% wanting a time line for withdrawal of foreign troops.
