U.S. Army 1st Lieutenant Ehren Watada, 28, a native of Hawaii, publicly refused orders to deploy to the Iraq war on June 22.  

He stated that the Iraq war/occupation is illegal, and will face a pre-trial hearing on Aug. 17.

Lt. Watada says that the war violates the Constitution and War Powers Act.  The President disregarded the limitations that Congress has placed on his powers to wage an illegal and immoral war against the Iraqi people "who did nothing to deserve our aggression."

Lt. Watada says the Iraq war is illegal under international law. The U.S. attacked Iraq without the appropriate U.N. Security Council Resolution.  The U.N. Secretary-General Kofi Annan said the U.S. war "was illegal."

Lt. Watada says the conduct of the military occupation is illegal.  "The wholesale slaughter and mistreatment of the Iraqi people" is "a contradiction to the Army's own law of land warfare."  We torture and use illegal weapons, i.e., cluster bombs, napalm, white phosphorus and depleted uranium.

The oath Lt. Watada took was to defend the Constitution, NOT some government official.  "It is my duty not to follow unlawful orders...    My participation would make me party to war crimes."
