	Cindy Sheehan, of Vacaville, CA, began camping out near Bush's ranch in Crawford, TX, on Aug. 6.  Her son, Spc. Casey Sheehan, 24, a Humvee mechanic, was killed in Baghdad on April 4, 2004.

"I want to ask the president, 'Why did you kill my son? " Cindy said.  "He said my son died in a noble cause, and I want to ask him what that noble cause is."

"Why Jenna and Barbara (Bush's twin daughters) and other children of the architects of this disastrous war are not in harm's way, if the cause is so noble?"

"I want him to honor my son by bringing the troops home immediately," Cindy said. "I don't want him to use my son's name or my name to justify any more killing."

So far, Mr. Bush has not met with Cindy.  If Mr. Bush’s war
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in Iraq is truly "noble," why is he afraid to defend it to a mother who gave her son to the cause? Cindy has said, “I don’t think a war of aggression against a nation that was no threat to the United States of America is a noble cause.” 

The support for Cindy Sheehan has been overwhelming and amazing.  She has been joined by many supporters – including Iraq veterans and other members of military families; and she has galvanized anti-war sentiment throughout the country. On Wednesday night (8/17), 103,000 Americans, in response to MoveOn.org, held candlelight vigils in 1627 locations across the United States to show solidarity with Cindy!  That night, 300 Rocklanders packed the Nanuet vigil site holding candles and antiwar signs, and they were cheered by honking from motorists.
