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What began as one mother's vigil by Bush's ranch in Crawford, TX on Aug. 6, has grown into a nationwide protest, putting a grieving human face to the miseries of war and growing misgivings about Bush's war in Iraq. 

The vigil site is called "Camp Casey" to honor Cindy Sheehan's son, Casey, who was killed in Iraq in 2004.  Below are excerpts of the voices from Camp Casey, interviewed by Amy Goodman on Democracy Now on Aug. 19 & 22, 2005.


Cindy Sheehan (Vacaville, CA). Her son, Casey, was killed in Baghdad on April 4, 2004.

"I want to ask him (Mr. Bush) what was the noble cause that Casey and the others have died for…I don't think a war of aggression against a nation that was no threat to the United States of America is a noble cause.” 

Becky Lourey (Minnesota State Senator).  Her son, Matt, was killed in Iraq on May 26, 2004.

“I am reading you a letter written by all of us here….Many of our families have paid the ultimate price for your administration's lies leading up to this war in Iraq, and we all deserve answers. Harm, danger, death and grief entered our living rooms the moment you sent our nation and our loved ones to a war with a country that posed no threat to America and had nothing to do with the terrible tragedy of September 11th. 

“We need answers. We need the truth. You put our loved ones and all of our troops into harm's way based on lies. Too many of our loved ones have already paid the ultimate price. For those of us with loved ones deployed or about to deploy, every day threatens to transform them from a military family to a Gold Star family. We call on you, Mr. President, to support our troops and bring them home now.

Mimi Evans (Massachusetts).  Her son, a Marine, is soon to be deployed to Iraq.

"My son is going to Iraq based on lies, and it's very clear -- I wanted to believe and my son wanted to believe, too, but nothing has come forward -- nothing, to show any of us mothers that our sons are going there to fight for a noble cause. My son is going there, not for weapons of mass destruction, not because we’ve declared war, not because a mushroom cloud is imminent, not to fight terrorism because no Iraqis have -- were involved in 9/11 or in London or in Spain, and I really want to know why he's going. I think that's a fair question."
