"Fifteen of the 19 hijackers were Saudi citizens; none came from Iraq. There's no reason to go to war in Iraq," Olsen said.

Describing her sister as gentle, loving and kind, Olsen, a member of the Sept. 11 Families for Peaceful Tomorrows, said, "The last thing Laurie would want is for more suffering to come from that tragedy."

Another walker Brother Katoh said, "We're the most wealthy, powerful nation. If we're peaceful, we can create a peaceful world."
