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Congressman John Murtha

Rep. John Murtha, a hawkish Marine Corps veteran, who voted to authorize the war, has introduced a bill calling for the immediate withdrawal of U.S. troops.  

Murtha, a decorated veteran of the wars in Korea and Vietnam, has served in Congress since 1975. In his statement, he said, "The main reason for going to war has been discredited.  It is a US intelligence failure and the way that intelligence was misused."

Murtha said American forces should "immediately redeploy" from Iraq in order to help Iraqis take control of their country.

"The presence of U.S. troops in Iraq is impeding this progress. Our troops have become the primary target of the insurgency. They are united against U.S. forces, and we have become a catalyst for violence," the Congressman said.

Murtha rebuked Bush and Vice President Dick Cheney for their aggressive new campaign to denounce war critics.  Murtha compared his own combat experience with Bush's service in the Texas Air National Guard and Cheney's draft avoidance during the Vietnam war.

"I like guys who got five deferments and never been there and send people to war, and then don't like to hear suggestions about what needs to be done," said Murtha

"I resent the fact, on Veterans Day, he (Bush) criticized Democrats for criticizing them. This is a flawed policy wrapped in illusion. The American public knows it. And lashing out at critics doesn't help a bit. You've got to change the policy."
