Keeps Vigil at Bush Ranch 
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Cindy Sheehan of Vacaville, CA, was blocked by Sheriff

from approaching Bush's ranch.  Her son, Spc. Casey Sheehan, 24, was killed in Iraq on April 4, 2004.


	Cindy Sheehan, the angry mother of a fallen U.S. soldier is camping near George Bush's ranch on Saturday, Aug. 6, demanding to meet with Bush who sent her son to die in a war based on horrendous lies and deceptions.

"I plan on staying here the entire month of August or until he comes out to talk to me," Sheehan says.  Bush is spending five weeks vacation at his ranch in Crawford, Texas.

Her son, Spc. Casey Sheehan, 24, a Humvee mechanic, was killed in Baghdad on April 4, 2004, five days after he arrived in Iraq.

Sheehan has never been politically active in her life.  After she was forced to bury her son Casey, she became an antiwar activist.




Sheehan arrived in Crawford aboard a bus painted red, white and blue and emblazoned with the words, "Impeachment Tour."  Supported by more than 50 demonstrators who chanted, "W. killed her son!" Cindy Sheehan spoke with reporters while clutching two photographs, one of her son in uniform, and the other, a baby picture, when he was seven months old.

She said she decided to come to Crawford a few days ago after Bush said that fallen U.S. troops had died for a noble cause and that the mission must be completed.

"I want to ask the president, `Why did you kill my son? What did my son die for?" she said, her voice cracking with emotion. 

"Last week, you said my son died for a noble cause' and I want to ask him what that noble cause is?"

"Why (Bush's twin daughters) Jenna and Barbara and the other children of the architects of this disastrous war are not in harm's way, if the cause is so noble?"
"If George is not ready to send the twins, then he should bring our troops home immediately.  We will demand a speedy withdrawal."
